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Warranty and Replacement  

Cox Industries states, when Wolman-
ized ®  lumber bearing the Cox stamp is 

used in the proper application in a resi-
dential structure,  the lumber will re-

main undamaged from termites or de-
cay, which would make the lumber 

structurally unfit .  

Cox shall be responsible for the damage 

to lumber resulting solely from termites 
or decay.  The original owner will be 

entitled to receive new Wolmanized ®  
Products by Cox in exchange for the 

structurally unfit item, not to exceed 
the number of items as shown on the 

original purchase invoice.  Cox shall not 

be responsible for the natural characteristic of some wood check-
ing, warp or twist, or for any installation or reinstallation costs, or 

for any incidental or consequential damages, or for damages re-
sulting from any other than termite or decay.  Cox shall not be re-

sponsible for damage to Wolmanized ®  Lumber used in foundation 
systems (such as the permanent Wood Foundation or piling, pole 

or heavy timber type residential construction) or used in swimming 
pool sidewalls.
